The Community Living Victoria
Foundation was established in
1995 to raise funds and awareness
that benefit the children, adults
and families supported by Com-
munity Living Victoria.

The Foundation, an independent,
registered charitable organization
with its own board of directors,
provides for funding and public
awareness opportunities through
planned giving, sponsorships and
a speakers’ bureau.

In December 1955, a group of dedicated
parents founded what is now called Com-
munity Living Victoria. Today, we’re the
largest non-profit community livingservice
provider on Vancouver Island. Community
Living Victoria provides a range of support
services to children and adults with de-
velopmental disabilities and their families.



Our work is guided by our values,
experience and history and draws

from strong roots in the community.

Community Living Victoria (CLV)
recognizes the rights of everyone
to have a full range of life choices,
including access to education,
affordable and appropriate housing,
leisure options, gainful employment
and participation in the community.
A healthy community encourages
the involvement of everyone.

The CLV Host Agency Program is
designed to work in partnership
with individuals and their families
who receive Individualized Funding.
We assist people to create their
support arrangements, manage
their funds, and contract with car-
egivers. This means that individuals
and families can enjoy the benefits
of individualized funding without
having to take on the added
administrative tasks of becoming
an employer.

Individualized Funding (IF) is public
funding allocated to an individual to
support their disability related needs.
It is an alternative way for individuals
and families to purchase or create

the support they require. IF puts the
individual at the center of their support
system, giving them control over the
decisions that affect their life. The
whole principal of IF is the notion

that every person should be able to
choose the supports and services they
desire. This means that people do not
have to “fit” into existing services.
Instead, supports can be created to

fit the lifestyle choices of the people
who require them. IF gives individuals
the opportunity to choose the people
who support them, as well as how, and
when the supports occur.

Individual support is arranged based
on the needs and preferences of the
individual. This may include but is
not limited to respite, personal care
support, help with grocery shopping
or meal planning, recreational oppor-
tunities, job coaching and specific life
skills training.

Host Agency support workers are people
who have entered into a contractual
arrangement with CLV. They come from
a variety of backgrounds and represent
the cultural and ethnic diversity that
makes Victoria a community. In some
cases the caregiver may have an existing
relationship with the individual or be a
family member themselves. Individuals
are matched with care providers based
on similar interests, lifestyle preferences,
training and experience.

Regardless of background, all Host
Agency support workers are committed
to the principles of community living and
strive to create an inclusive community
for everyone.

Community Living Victoria’s work would
not be possible without the generous
support of hundreds of individuals and
businesses.

Community Living Victoria receives its
core funding from Community Living BC.
Other sources of funding have included
the United Way of Greater Victoria,
Ronald McDonald House Charities, the
Heart of Variety Fund, the Queen Alexan-
dra Foundation for Children, the Victoria
Foundation and the Community Living
Victoria Foundation.
